(A)} Queen Street Mill Textile Museum

and you can hear all about ‘Hife at t'mill' as former mill
warkers tell their storles.

(B} Harle Syke
Harle Syke became the mast important late-Victosian
weaving village in Lancashire and emploved many
Bumley people. Its name means the shallow muddy
ditch with wild flax growing beside it

and Ponles Protection Association), which takes care
of neglected horses, ponies and donkeys and nurses
theim back to health and fitness.

(D) Thursden Brook

The upper reaches of the River Don s known a3
Thursden Brook. The valley is unusual in Burnley

in that no reservolrs have been constructed in it,

of lime kilns.

(E) Hurstwood Reservoir
Construction began in 1308 but was delayed due

until 1925, Itis 3 great place for walkers with trails
leading up through the woodlands and around
the reservedr, The Mary Towneley Loap part of the
Pennine Bridleway passes nearky an its journey Into
Yorkshire and is also excellent for walkers, cyclists
and horse riders.

{F) Hurstwood
This delightful Elizabethan village contains a number of
very old attractive buildings including Hurstwood Hall,
Tattersall's Barn and Spenser’s Cottage, reputed to have
been the home from 1576 - 1579 of Edmund Spenser
the Elizabethan poet.
