Modern History is an European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) funded marketing programme which promotes the industrial heritage of the North West in a contemporary and compelling way making it relevant to today’s visitor. 
Over 100 attractions and museums, including Blackwell The Arts & Crafts House in Windermere, Anderton Boat Lift in Cheshire and MOSI (Museum of Science and Industry) in Manchester, are supported by the activity, which aims to raise awareness of the North West as a world-class visitor destination and celebrate its industrial heritage, while highlighting the events which took place in the region and their relevance on the modern world
The programme is led by Visit Manchester – the tourist board for Greater Manchester, and supported by the four other tourist boards in the region: Lancashire and Blackpool Tourist Board, The Mersey Partnership, Marketing Cheshire and Cumbria Tourism.

In total, £1.6million worth of funding has been awarded to support the North West-based marketing campaign, which reaches its conclusion in 2012.  Half of the funding for Modern History has been allocated from the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF) as part of a wider project to market the region’s cultural assets.  The remaining £800,000 has been generated through contributions from regional partners including tourist boards, museums and attractions.
