Not only will renowned head chef Robert Owen Brown be serving up historical treats, but there’ll be on-board entertainment and an opportunity to see some of Manchester’s most interesting sights from a different perspective.

A real treat for gourmets, A Festival Floating Feast Dinner Cruise will sail along the Irwell and back two hundred years to the Industrial Revolution.  

As well as hearing the stories of the waterside sights from the on-board tour guide, there’s a sumptuous three course meal from Robert Owen Brown, executive head chef at the Mark Addy.  Inspired by the recently launched Taste of Modern History Recipe Book, the fixed menu allows you to experience first hand the North West dishes that would have filled the bellies of the mill workers, engineers and gentry of the past, with delicacies such as Madeira spiked wild mushroom soup, roast breast of guinea fowl with lime and honey, and Manchester trifle.

A Taste of Modern History: A Floating Family Day Out, Saturday 15 October

With onboard activities to entertain the kids, plus a selection of regionally inspired snacks courtesy of Robert Owen Brown and Vimto, the Floating Family Day Out boat trips promise to be a great day out.

Start the day with a visit the People’s History Museum, then climb aboard and enjoy the waterways ride to the Quays, where there’s some fun pop-up dark room activities at Imperial War Museum North, plus a chance to visit The Lowry or join an Unlocking Salford Quays family tour, which is timed to meet the arrival of each boat.

The family boat trips set sail on Saturday 15 October, at 11:30am, 1:15pm and 3pm, with journeys lasting approximately 30 – 40 minutes.  The trips start from the Mark Addy, Stanley Street, Salford, M3 5EJ, with the outward journey costing £6 per person, including refreshments.
